AUDITION REGISTRATION

Families must submit a completed registration
form and a participation fee of $410 by January
16, 2026. Registration may be completed
online or delivered to NHB’s main office at 70
Audubon Street, New Haven. Registrations
received after January 16 will incur a $10 late
fee. Participation fees are non-refundable.

ELIGIBILITY

Auditions are open to students currently
enrolled in Levels 5—-8 whose accounts are
current. Students must follow all New Haven
Ballet policies, have excellent class
attendance, and commit to attending
rehearsals to audition and be cast.

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Students should arrive promptly at their
assigned check-in time. This allows time to
sign in, submit registration materials, complete
payment if needed, and have measurements
taken by the wardrobe department. Students
should wear their regular class uniform for the
audition. Level 5-8 girls must wear pointe
shoes. Students should be picked up promptly
at the conclusion of the audition. While we aim
to remain on schedule, brief delays may occur.

REHEARSALS
Company Members rehearse on Tuesday and
Thursday evenings, and Saturday afternoons.

Attendance at all rehearsals is required. Tech
and Dress Rehearsals are mandatory from
May 20 to 22. Students are permitted two
excused absences. Tardiness of more than ten
minutes is considered an absence. Missing a
mandatory rehearsal may result in loss of
performing privileges.

CASTING

Audition results will be emailed and posted on
the 70 Audubon Street bulletin boards.
Rehearsals begin in February. Casting is
competitive and subject to change.

IMPORTANT CONSIDERATIONS
Performing as a New Haven Ballet Company
member is both an honor and a serious
commitment. By auditioning, students and
families agree to attend classes regularly,
make up missed classes, attend all scheduled
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rehearsals, and perform in the Spring
Performance as cast. Rehearsals and
performances take place during an already
busy time of year and require strong time
management and focus.

In return, Company members gain meaningful
stage experience and artistic growth through
the rehearsal and performance process. This
opportunity is an important part of a dancer’s
development and often becomes a lasting and
memorable experience.
